We use forces to make things move. A force gives things energy to
move, stop or change direction. You can change how much force is
applied to an object. The greater the force, the greater the impact on
the object. For example, when you pull a rope it moves towards you.
When you apply greater force and pull the rope harder, it will move even
closer.
